Meeting with MoDOT March 13   
 
Tour of the Transportation Management Center 
 
The staff at MoDOT presented the construction schedule 2007-2010.  They presented a year by year plan for the 
rebuild of I64/Hwy 40 project. Lesley Solinger Hoffarth is the Project Director for project. She is leading 
the project team through design and construction.  This is the largest MoDOT project ever and the first MoDOT 
Design-Build project worth more than $500 Million. 
 
Gateway guide.com is the website to check on highway traffic.   
This gives up to the minute data on traffic congestion.  A series of message boards, sensors, and cameras around the 
area provide the data for this website. Illinois has its own system. Kansas City also has a similar traffic management 
system.  
 
The Motorist Assist manager gave us the tour of MODOT’s Gateway Transportation Management Center in St. Louis. 
He showed the audience the real-time traffic information of traffic in the greater St. Louis metropolitan area.  He also 
explained the Motorist Assist program and vehicles used every day on the freeways. 
 
The group went outside to look at the Motorist Assist vehicles.  They have twenty (20) vehicles in the fleet and they 
are all environmentally friendly.  They patrol 24 hours a day.   Eleven (11) vehicles are on the road during daylight 
hours.  They patrol all the interstate highways in the metro area.

AACEI is planning for their 51th Annual Meeting.  It is the Midwest this year and very accessible to us in 
St. Louis.  It will be in Nashville Tennessee July 15-18th 2007.  It is also home to the Grand Old Opry.  So 
mark your calendars and plan your summer vacations around these dates.

    Message from International President James Zack 
 
AACE International's most recent professional certification -- the Certified Forensic Claims Consultant 
(CFCC) -- is nearing completion.  The requirements are available on line as is the application.  AACE has 
already completed the first beta test of this new certification examination and is readying the second beta 
test.

 We are looking for qualified candidates to sit for this examination on 
 Saturday, April 21st or Saturday, April 28th and locations throughout the 
 United States and Canada.  At the present time, we will be offering beta 
 tests in Houston, Los Angeles, Princeton (NJ), San Diego, Seattle and the 
 Washington, D.C. areas.  We are willing to offer this beta test in other 
 cities if we get applicants from other locations. 
 
 Since this is a beta exam, the cost has been substantially reduced to 
$200. If you pass the exam, you will be certified for 3 years and then have to 
 get recertified by experience and activities.  The application deadline 
for the next beta test is April 7th. 
 
 There are no recommended study guides or books as this is a certification 
 exam for those holding themselves forward as potential testifying experts 
 and thus have a great deal more experience than other AACE certification 
 exams.  The examination itself is an eight hour exam (with two four hour 
 sessions).    In each session, the applicants will have 75 multiple choice 
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 questions and have to write two essays (from 3 or 4 questions posed). 
 
 The exam is open book (because in the claims consulting business, we are 
 allowed to look things up).  We do ask that each test applicant bring their own laptop computer as AACEI 
will provide flash drives to plug into your USB ports.  Your essay responses can then be word processed and 
saved on the flash drive. 
 
 Please look this information over and advise me if you are interested in sitting for this beta test. 
 
 I look forward to hearing from you in the next few days.
